is on the National Register of
Historic Places, was built in
1924 to provide access between
the Bridgeport Lamp Chimney
Company’s glass plant and
warehouse and later sold to
Master Glass Company, which
made glass marbles. The
bridge is the only remaining
evidence of the two factories
and currently acts as a walkway
between two recreational areas.

On West Philadelphia Avenue;
you will find a faithful jewel,

the historical Simpson Creek
Baptist Church. Early records
of the church state that it was
founded and constituted by

five members and ministered
by itinerant pastors between
1770 and 1780. It is recognized
as the oldest existing Baptist
church in West Virginia, and is
generally accepted as the oldest
existing Protestant church west
of the Allegheny Mountains.
